The latest works by Jasmin Matzakow — at once majestic and monumental, sensual and
provocative — recall archetypal cultish body ornaments. Her materials alone — hen’s or quail’s
eggs, sheep’s or cow’s intestines, wire, stinging nettles, wood — lead us into another world in which
the intrinsically feminine correlates to a mythological dimension. It is into this very atmosphere that
Matzakow wants to transport us. Here, goddesses, high priestesses, women sages, female primal
sensibilities, and consciousness are evoked. Her jewellery demands courage and bestows upon
the wearer — be they male or female — a theatrical presence. A mysterious ensemble of egg-
shaped sacs, for example, hangs from a braided loop. And not incidentally, for these fundamental
symbolic images are intertwined in forms and shapes that ‘raise questions about power, fragility,
aggression, beauty, fecundity and ritualistic function’ (Jasmin Matzakow). The jewellery represents
elementality and dignity. The body, its bulges and contours, intensity and magical presence play a
formative role and become part of it. Desire, threatening alienation, ambivalent, organic qualities,

taboo aspects of corporeal existence, above all female existence mysteriously take up residence in
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her works. The title itself harbours not only the social exclusion of cunts and whores, but above all

their positive, subtle and mysterious potency.

Matzakow cuts to the core, even though it is uncomfortable. The female body as an aesthetic
factor, as the basis of an artistic declaration, as a parameter of a socio-critical discourse is rarely
well received. Celebrities such as Judy Chicago or Louise Bourgeois, even Annegret Soltau — the
female body is at the centre of them all — had to bide their time till they were publicly recognised.
Queer content, gendering, all things menstruation, excretions, blood, internal organs and sex tend
to be seen as disgusting and unsavoury. However, when it concerns a programmatic statement, a
performative and radical staging of a tangible and contemporary message, then even beauty and a
flawless aesthetic are replaced with their inversion, which itself develops its own radiance,
mysterious allure and beguiling magic. With this, innovative, archaic and cogent, indeed a ritualistic
harmony and splendour come into effect, which vividly materialises itself in Jasmin Matzakow’s

quasi-‘heroic’ jewellery.

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Statement Jasmin Matzakow

Most signs of evil found in Western and non-Western societies today have one thing in

common: they are based on ancient symbols of female mythological figures or archetypes®, as
they are called in analytical psychology. Originally, they were used to celebrate the miracle of life,
which was considered sacred. However, over the course of some five thousand years of
patriarchal culture, much that represented the female body, the female sex and reproductive
organs, menstrual blood and childbirth was devalued and even banned. In the myths and fairy
tales of this world, there are numerous female figures that were devalued under patriarchy. Some
examples are the serpent and the apple, which were converted from pagan symbols of female
wisdom and fertility to symbols of evil in the Bible. The word sin originally meant "being" and
"truth". The English word cunt is associated with cunning and craftiness, and its root meanings are
,clever, powerful, create" and "gut feeling". For the ornaments, | combine blown-out, empty eggs in
cow intestines and attach them in rows on iron wire or nettle strings. These symbols of male and
female archetypes intertwine in ways that raise questions about power, fragility, aggression,
beauty, fertility and ritual function. With this new series, | shed light on the immense abjection that
the female body and its symbols have experienced for millennia. | explore mythological characters
such as Medusa, Circe or Lilith and their symbols and create forms to celebrate them. Adorning
the body with anything that is considered too physical, too feminine, even witchy and therefore
disgusting, is a provocation to patriarchal society. With these necklaces, however, my main focus
is on the beauty and power of the sinner, the cunt and the whore.

*In analytical psychology, archetypes denote collective, unconscious structures of human
action. In philosophy, they denote ideas and metaphysical archetypes.
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
